Since 1885
In 1885, The Middletown News was 
founded. Through many owners and 
caretakers, this weekly publication in Henry 
County, Indiana, has continued through 
wars, depressions, booms, and industry 
changes. Thirty-year owner Jack White sold 
The Middletown News to Sue and Drew 
Cooper in July of 1999. They expanded the 
operation, moving back to a broadsheet size, 
and eventually adding color photographs in 
each week’s edition. The paper continues 
to be distributed by US Mail and newsstand 
locations in Middletown and Sulphur Springs.

The partnership
In January of 2003, Drew Cooper and his 
son, Joey Cooper, formed a partnership to 
operate The Middletown News. Shortly 

after this time, the 
pair opened a digital 
portrait photography 
studio, Joey Cooper 
Photography. The 
newspaper office 
and photo studio are housed together in 
a historic downtown structure owned by 
Drew and Sue Cooper.

A second paper
After several meetings with local business 
owners and government officials, the 
Coopers launched The Chesterfield Weekly 
in February of 2008. It is a free weekly 
publication, serving the nearby towns of 
Daleville and Chesterfield. It is distributed 
by newsstand and home delivery to over 
2000 readers per week.

A second paper
Because of the expansion into multiple 
newspapers and a photo studio, Drew and 
Joey began operating as Cooper & Cooper 
Media in 2008, to reflect the partnership 
already in place and the many services the 
business provides. Today, Cooper & Cooper 
publishes two weekly newspapers, provides 
laminating, copies, color business cards, 
envelopes, design/layout services, digital 
portrait photography, and much more. The 
company employs two full-time, two part-
time, and four contract employees.
